1947 ford business coupe: Middletown Pacemakers Ron Roberson, 2002 Hot Rodding
began in Southern California in the 1930s and had spread throughout the United States by the mid
1950s, spawning the sport of drag racing and the advent of the Detroit muscle cars of the '60s and
