MEANS “FRIEND” AND PONO MEANS “GOOD” OR “RIGHTEOUS,” TOGETHER IMPLYING A TRUE OR BEST FRIEND. ANOTHER PHRASE
SOMETIMES USED IS HOA ALOHA, WHICH ALSO MEANS “CLOSE FRIEND” OR “BELOVED COMPANION.”

UNLIKE ENGLISH, HAWAIIAN OFTEN CONVEYS RELATIONSHIPS THROUGH DESCRIPTIVE TERMS THAT EMPHASIZE THE NATURE OF THE
BOND RATHER THAN A SIMPLE LABEL. THUS, THE PHRASE “BEST FRIEND” IS NOT ONLY A LABEL BUT A REFLECTION OF MUTUAL
RESPECT AND LOYALTY, DEEPLY ROOTED IN HAWAIIAN VALUES.

LiTERAL TRANSLATION AND V ARIATIONS

THE WORD HOALOHA IS THE STANDARD TERM FOR "FRIEND.” ADDING THE ADJECTIVE PONO ENHANCES THE MEANING TO INDICATE
A FRIEND WHO IS TRUSTWORTHY AND MORALLY UPRIGHT, ESSENTIALLY A “BEST” OR “TRUE” FRIEND. OTHER VARIATIONS
INCLUDE:

CoMMoN HAWAIIAN W/ ORDS FOR FRIEND AND FRIENDSHIP

UNDERSTANDING THE VOCABULARY RELATED TO FRIENDSHIP PROVIDES A BROADER CONTEXT FOR EXPRESSING RELATIONSHIPS IN

HOALOHA 1S THE MOST COMMON HAW AIIAN WORD FOR “FRIEND.” |T IS USED IN EVERYDAY CONVERSATION TO DESCRIBE FRIENDS
ACQUAINTANCES, OR COMPANIONS. THE TERM CARRIES WARMTH AND FRIENDLINESS IN ITS USAGE.

HoA GENERALLY MEANS “PARTNER,” “COMPANION,” OR “FRIEND.” |T IS OFTEN USED IN COMBINATION WITH OTHER WORDS TO
SPECIFY THE TYPE OF RELATIONSHIP, SUCH AS HOA PIL/ FOR A CLOSE FRIEND OR PARTNER.

HoA PILI

THE PHRASE HOA PIL/ REFERS TO AN INTIMATE OR CLOSE FRIEND, SOMEONE WHO SHARES A STRONG BOND WITH ANOTHER PERSON.
THIS TERM IS OFTEN USED TO DESCRIBE FRIENDSHIPS THAT HAVE GROWN INTO DEEP EMOTIONAL CONNECTIONS.

‘OHANA

ALTHOUGH ‘OHANA LITERALLY MEANS ”FAMILY,” IN HAWAIIAN CULTURE, IT EXTENDS TO CLOSE FRIENDS WHO ARE CONSIDERED
FAMILY BY CHOICE. THIS WORD REFLECTS THE INCLUSIVE NATURE OF HAWAIIAN SOCIETY AND THE IMPORTANCE OF COMMUNITY
TIES.

PRONUNCIATION AND USAGE TIPS

THE HAWAIIAN LANGUAGE HAS A UNIQUE PHONETIC SYSTEM THAT IS IMPORTANT TO UNDERSTAND WHEN USING TERMS LIKE
“BEST FRIEND IN HAWAIIAN LANGUAGE.” CORRECT PRONUNCIATION SHOWS RESPECT FOR THE LANGUAGE AND CULTURE.

\W/HEN REFERRING TO A BEST FRIEND IN HAWAIIAN LANGUAGE CONTEXTS, IT IS RESPECTFUL TO USE PHRASES LIKE HOAALOHA
PONO OR SIMPLY HOALOHA DEPENDING ON THE LEVEL OF INTIMACY. THESE WORDS CAN ALSO BE INCORPORATED INTO GREETINGS
OR EXPRESSIONS OF APPRECIATION, REFLECTING THE CLOSE BOND SHARED BETWEEN FRIENDS.

COOPERATION AND FRIENDSHIP.

'BEST FRIEND' BUT EXPRESSES THE SPIRIT OF FRIENDSHIP.

How po HAWAIIANS EXPRESS DEEP FRIENDSHIP OR BEST FRIENDSHIP CULTURALLY?

HAW AIIANS EXPRESS DEEP FRIENDSHIP THROUGH THE VALUE OF IALOHA,I WHICH ENCOMPASSES LOVE, RESPECT, AND CARING,
AND CLOSE FRIENDS ARE OFTEN CALLED 'HOA ALOHA’ WITH ADDED TERMS FOR EMPHASIS.
