Overview oF CRIME RATES IN PEoRIA, IL

PEORIA, [LLINOIS EXPERIENCES VARIED CRIME RATES THAT REFLECT BOTH URBAN CHALLENGES AND COMMUNITY RESILIENCE. CRIME
STATISTICS PEORIA |L REVEAL A COMPLEX PICTURE INVOLVING BOTH VIOLENT AND NON-VIOLENT OFFENSES. ACCORDING TO
RECENT DATA FROM LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES AND CRIME REPORTING DATABASES, PEORIA’S CRIME RATE IS INFLUENCED
BY SOCIO-ECONOMIC FACTORS, POPULATION DENSITY, AND LAW ENFORCEMENT RESOURCES. THE OVERALL CRIME RATE PROVIDES
A BASELINE FOR UNDERSTANDING THE SAFETY LEVEL IN DIFFERENT NEIGHBORHOODS AND FOR DIFFERENT TYPES OF OFFENSES.

ANNUAL CrIME RATE FIGURES

THE ANNUAL CRIME RATE IN PEORIA FLUCTUATES BUT GENERALLY MIRRORS TRENDS SEEN IN SIMILAR MID-SIZED MIDWESTERN
CITIES. VIOLENT CRIMES AND PROPERTY CRIMES ARE TRACKED SEPARATELY, WITH VIOLENT CRIME USUALLY MAKING UP A
SMALLER PERCENTAGE BUT DRAWING SIGNIFICANT PUBLIC ATTENTION DUE TO ITS IMPACT ON COMMUNITY SAFETY. RECENT
REPORTS INDICATE THAT PEORIA’S CRIME RATE, WHEN MEASURED PER ],OOO RESIDENTS, REMAINS ABOVE THE NATIONAL
AVERAGE BUT HAS SHOWN SIGNS OF STABILIZATION IN CERTAIN CATEGORIES.

GEOGRAPHICAL DIsTRIBUTION oF CRIME

CRIME IN PEORIA 1S NOT UNIFORMLY DISTRIBUTED. CERTAIN NEIGHBORHOODS SHOW HIGHER INCIDENCES OF CRIME, PARTICULARLY
IN AREAS WITH ECONOMIC CHALLENGES AND LOWER ACCESS TO COMMUNITY RESOURCES. MAPPING CRIME STATISTICS PEORIA IL
HELPS LAW ENFORCEMENT TARGET HOT SPOTS AND ALLOCATE RESOURCES EFFECTIVELY. CONVERSELY/ SOME DISTRICTS REPORT
LOWER CRIME RATES, CONTRIBUTING TO THE OVERALL DIVERSITY OF PEORIA’S SAFETY PROFILE.



Types oF CRIME IN PEORIA

CRIME STATISTICS PEORIA IL ENCOMPASS A WIDE RANGE OF CRIMINAL ACTIVITIES. THE TWO BROAD CATEGORIES ARE VIOLENT
CRIMES AND PROPERTY CRIMES, EACH WITH DISTINCT SUBTYPES AND IMPLICATIONS FOR PUBLIC SAFETY.

VIoLeNT CRIMES

VIOLENT CRIMES INCLUDE OFFENSES SUCH AS HOMICIDE, AGGRAVATED ASSAULT, ROBBERY, AND SEXUAL ASSAULT. THESE
CRIMES DIRECTLY THREATEN PERSONAL SAFETY AND ARE A PRIMARY FOCUS FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES IN PEORIA. RECENT
DATA SHOWS FLUCTUATIONS IN VIOLENT CRIME RATES WITH SOME DECREASES IN HOMICIDES BUT INCREASES IN AGGRAVATED
ASSAULTS IN PARTICULAR YEARS. UNDERSTANDING THE BREAKDOWN OF VIOLENT CRIME HELPS IDENTIFY THE MOST PRESSING
SAFETY CONCERNS.

ProPErRTY CRIMES

PROPERTY CRIMES IN PEORIA INVOLVE BURGLARY, LARCENY-THEFT, MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT, AND ARSON. THESE CRIMES IMPACT
RESIDENTS AND BUSINESSES ECONOMICALLY AND CONTRIBUTE TO PERCEPTIONS OF NEIGHBORHOOD SAFETY. L ARCENY AND
BURGLARY REPRESENT THE LARGEST SHARE OF PROPERTY CRIMES REPORTED IN PEORIA, ALTHOUGH TRENDS CAN VARY ANNUALLY
BASED ON MULTIPLE FACTORS INCLUDING ECONOMIC CONDITIONS AND POLICING STRATEGIES.

OTHER NoTABLE CrRIME CATEGORIES

BEYOND VIOLENT AND PROPERTY CRIMES, PEORIA ALSO REPORTS ON DRUG-RELATED OFFENSES, PUBLIC DISORDER CRIMES, AND
CYBERCRIME INCIDENTS. DRUG OFFENSES HAVE BEEN A GROWING CONCERN, CORRELATING WITH NATIONAL TRENDS RELATED TO
SUBSTANCE ABUSE. PUBLIC DISORDER CRIMES, INCLUDING VANDALISM AND DISORDERLY CONDUCT, ALSO AFFECT COMMUNITY
QUALITY OF LIFE.

CrIME TReNDS OVER RECENT YEARS

ANALYZING CRIME STATISTICS PEORIA IL OVER TIME REVEALS IMPORTANT TRENDS AND INFORMS FUTURE POLICY AND
ENFORCEMENT EFFORTS. TRACKING YEAR-OVER-YEAR CHANGES HIGHLIGHTS PROGRESS OR EMERGING CHALLENGES WITHIN THE
CITY.

YeARLY CRIME RATE CHANGES

DATA FROM THE PAST FIVE TO TEN YEARS INDICATES THAT PEORIA HAS EXPERIENCED PERIODS OF BOTH RISING AND DECLINING
CRIME RATES. VIOLENT CRIME RATES HAVE SHOWN SOME VOLATILITY, WITH SPIKES IN SPECIFIC YEARS FOLLOWED BY DECLINES
DUE TO TARGETED LAW ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS. PROPERTY CRIME RATES HAVE GENERALLY FOLLOWED A DOWNW ARD TREND,
REFLECTING BROADER NATIONAL PATTERNS LINKED TO TECHNOLOGICAL IMPROVEMENTS IN SECURITY AND COMMUNITY

A\ ARENESS.

SEASONAL AND TEMPORAL PATTERNS

CRIME IN PEORIA ALSO DEMONSTRATES SEASONAL PATTERNS, WITH CERTAIN OFFENSES SUCH AS ASSAULTS AND BURGLARIES
INCREASING DURING SUMMER MONTHS. UNDERSTANDING THESE TEMPORAL VARIATIONS HELPS LAW ENFORCEMENT PREPARE AND
ALLOCATE RESOURCES MORE EFFECTIVELY THROUGHOUT THE YEAR.



IMPACT OF SOCIOECONOMIC FACTORS

CRIME TRENDS IN PEORIA CORRELATE STRONGLY WITH SOCIOECONOMIC VARIABLES INCLUDING UNEMPLOYMENT RATES,
EDUCATIONAL ATTAINMENT, AND COMMUNITY INVESTMENT LEVELS. AREAS FACING ECONOMIC HARDSHIP TEND TO EXPERIENCE
HIGHER CRIME RATES, EMPHASIZING THE IMPORTANCE OF COMPREHENSIVE APPROACHES BEYOND POLICING ALONE.

CoMPARATIVE ANALYSIS: PEORIA VS. STATE AND NATIONAL AVERAGES

PLACING CRIME STATISTICS PEORIA IL IN THE CONTEXT OF STATE AND NATIONAL DATA OFFERS PERSPECTIVE ON HOW THE CITY
FARES RELATIVE TO BROADER BENCHMARKS.

VI1oLENT CrIME COMPARISON

PEORIA’S VIOLENT CRIME RATE IS GENERALLY HIGHER THAN THE AVERAGE FOR |LLINOIS AND THE UNITED STATES AS A WHOLE.
THIS DISPARITY HIGHLIGHTS SPECIFIC LOCAL CHALLENGES, SUCH AS URBAN DENSITY AND ECONOMIC INEQUALITY, THAT
CONTRIBUTE TO ELEVATED RISKS. HO\X/EVER/ THE GAP HAS SHOWN SIGNS OF NARROWING DUE TO PROACTIVE LAW ENFORCEMENT
AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS.

ProPERTY CRIME COMPARISON

PROPERTY CRIME RATES IN PEORIA TEND TO ALIGN MORE CLOSELY WITH STATE AVERAGES BUT REMAIN ABOVE NATIONAL
AVERAGES IN SOME CATEGORIES. THE PREVALENCE OF VEHICLE THEFT AND RESIDENTIAL BURGLARY IN PEORIA IS PARTICULARLY
NOTABLE, INFLUENCING HOW LOCAL AUTHORITIES PRIORITIZE CRIME PREVENTION METHODS.

RANKING AMONG Peer CITIES

\W/HEN COMPARED TO CITIES OF SIMILAR SIZE AND DEMOGRAPHICS, PEORIA RANKS IN THE MID TO UPPER RANGE FOR OVERALL
CRIME RATES. THIS COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS UNDERSCORES THE NEED FOR CONTINUED FOCUS ON CRIME REDUCTION AND
COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT TO IMPROVE SAFETY OUTCOMES.

LAW ENFORCEMENT AND COMMUNITY INITIATIVES

EFFORTS TO ADDRESS CRIME STATISTICS PEORIA L INVOLVE COORDINATED ACTIONS BY THE PEORIA POLICE DEPARTMENT,
LOCAL GOVERNMENT, AND COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS. THESE INITIATIVES AIM TO REDUCE CRIME RATES AND ENHANCE

AND TARGETED INTERVENTIONS IN HIGH-CRIME AREAS. EMPHASIS ON BUILDING TRUST BETWEEN OFFICERS AND RESIDENTS HAS BEEN
A KEY COMPONENT OF RECENT INITIATIVES.

COMMUNITY PROGRAMS AND PARTNERSHIPS

COMMUNITY-BASED PROGRAMS FOCUSING ON YOUTH ENGAGEMENT, SUBSTANCE ABUSE PREVENTION, AND NEIGHBORHOOD
REVITALIZATION COMPLEMENT POLICING EFFORTS. PARTNERSHIPS WITH SCHOOLS, NONPROFITS, AND LOCAL BUSINESSES FOSTER
A COLLABORATIVE APPROACH TO CRIME REDUCTION.

Interest in
understanding crime surged in the 1920s, which proved to be a pivotal decade for the collection of
nationwide crime statistics. Now established as a permanent agency, the Census Bureau
commissioned the drafting of a manual for preparing crime statisticsa€intended for use by the
police, corrections departments, and courts alike. The new manual sought to solve a perennial
problem by suggesting a standard taxonomy of crime. Shortly after the Census Bureau issued its
manual, the International Association of Chiefs of Police in convention adopted a resolution to create
a Committee on Uniform Crime Records a€to begin the process of describing what a national system
of data on crimes known to the police might look like.
