KIDS TO SHARE CREATIVE RESPONSES. THERE ARE ALSO QUESTIONS THAT PROMOTE REFLECTION AND EMOTIONAL AW ARENESS,
HELPING CHILDREN ARTICULATE FEELINGS AND EXPERIENCES. SELECTING A VARIETY OF QUESTION TYPES ENSURES THAT ALL
CHILDREN CAN PARTICIPATE COMFORTABLY AND MEANINGFULLY.

FAVORITE AND PREFERENCE QUESTIONS

THESE QUESTIONS PROMPT CHILDREN TO TALK ABOUT THEIR LIKES AND INTERESTS, WHICH IS OFTEN AN EASY AND ENJOYABLE
WAY FOR THEM TO OPEN UP. EXAMPLES INCLUDE ASKING ABOUT FAVORITE FOODS, COLORS, ANIMALS, OR HOBBIES. SucH
QUESTIONS HELP CHILDREN CONNECT OVER SHARED PREFERENCES AND REVEAL UNIQUE ASPECTS OF THEIR PERSONALITIES.



IMAGINATIVE AND CREATIVE QUESTIONS

CREATIVE QUESTIONS SPARK CURIOSITY AND ENCOURAGE KIDS TO THINK OUTSIDE THE BOX. THESE MIGHT ASK CHILDREN TO
DESCRIBE FANTASTICAL SCENARIOS, INVENT STORIES, OR IMAGINE FUTURE POSSIBILITIES. THIS CATEGORY NURTURES CREATIVITY
AND ALLOWS CHILDREN TO EXPRESS THEMSELVES IN FUN AND IMAGINATIVE WAYS.

REFLECTIVE AND EMOTIONAL QUESTIONS

THESE QUESTIONS INVITE CHILDREN TO CONSIDER THEIR FEELINGS OR EXPERIENCES, PROMOTING EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE AND
SELF-AWARENESS. EXAMPLES INCLUDE ASKING ABOUT A PROUD MOMENT, A FAVORITE MEMORY, OR HOW THEY HANDLE
CHALLENGES. SUCH QUESTIONS HELP BUILD EMPATHY AND COMMUNICATION SKILLS AMONG PEERS.

RELEVANT AND ACCESSIBLE. AVOID OVERLY COMPLEX OR ABSTRACT QUESTIONS FOR YOUNGER CHILDREN AND INCORPORATE
TOPICS THAT RESONATE WITH THE GROUP.



Keer QUESTIONS PosiTIVE AND OPEN-ENDED

QUESTIONS THAT ENCOURAGE POSITIVE THINKING AND ALLOW FOR MULTIPLE POSSIBLE ANSWERS PROMOTE INCLUSIVITY AND
CREATIVITY. OPEN-ENDED QUESTIONS INVITE CHILDREN TO ELABORATE AND SHARE MORE ABOUT THEMSELVES.

INCORPORATE FUN AND IMAGINATION

INCLUDING PLAYFUL OR IMAGINATIVE ELEMENTS IN QUESTIONS MAKES THE EXPERIENCE ENJOY ABLE AND MEMORABLE. ASKING
ABOUT DREAMS, FAVORITE CHARACTERS, OR HYPOTHETICAL SCENARIOS STIMULATES ENGAGEMENT AND EXCITEMENT.

TesT AND ADAPT BASED ON RESPONSES
