THIS STRUCTURE PROVIDES DETAILED INFORMATION ABOUT A TOPIC, PERSON, PLACE, OR THING. |T OFTEN INCLUDES SENSORY
DETAILS AND DESCRIPTIVE ADJECTIVES TO CREATE A VIVID PICTURE.
