UNDERSTANDING IMPARFAIT

IMPARFAIT IS ANOTHER ESSENTIAL PAST TENSE IN FRENCH, USED TO DESCRIBE ONGOING OR HABITUAL PAST ACTIONS,
BACKGROUND DESCRIPTIONS, AND CIRCUMSTANCES. |T CORRESPONDS ROUGHLY TO THE ENGLISH PAST CONTINUOUS OR SIMPLE
PAST WHEN INDICATING REPEATED ACTIONS.

FORMATION OF IMPARFAIT

ToO FORM THE IMPARFAIT, TAKE THE FIRST-PERSON PLURAL (NOUS) FORM OF THE PRESENT TENSE, REMOVE THE ~ONS ENDING, AND
ADD THE IMPARFAIT ENDINGS! ~AIS, ~AIS, ~“AIT, "IONS, ~IEZ, ~AIENT. THIS CONJUGATION PATTERN IS CONSISTENT FOR ALL VERBS,
MAKING IMPARFAIT RELATIVELY STRAIGHTFORWARD TO LEARN.

® BACKGROUND INFORMATION OR CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING AN EVENT

DiFrereNces BETWEEN PAssP] CoMPos?] AND IMPARFAIT

DISTINGUISHING BETWEEN PASS COMPOS AND IMPARFAIT IS CRUCIAL FOR ACCURATE COMMUNICATION AND COMPREHENSION.
BOTH TENSES DESCRIBE PAST EVENTS, BUT THEY CONVEY DIFFERENT NUANCES AND CONTEXTS.

CoMPLETED VS. ONGOING ACTIONS

PASS COMPOS EMPHASIZES ACTIONS THAT ARE COMPLETED AND BOUNDED IN TIME, WHILE IMPARFAIT FOCUSES ON ONGOING

SPECIFIC EVENTS VS. BACKGROUND DESCRIPTION

PASS COMPOS NARRATES SPECIFIC EVENTS OR CHANGES, WHEREAS IMPARFAIT PROVIDES BACKGROUND DESCRIPTIONS OR

CoMMoN UsAGE SCENARIOS
