THE ROLE OF PHONEMIC A\WARENESS

PHONEMIC AWARENESS IS THE ABILITY TO HEAR, IDENTIFY, AND MANIPULATE INDIVIDUAL SOUNDS IN SPOKEN \WORDS. IT IS A KEY
COMPONENT OF PRACTICE READING FOR KINDERGARTEN BECAUSE IT HELPS CHILDREN CONNECT SOUNDS WITH LETTERS AND
WORDS. ACTIVITIES THAT FOCUS ON RHYMING, SEGMENTING, AND BLENDING SOUNDS ENHANCE PHONEMIC A\ ARENESS AND
PREPARE YOUNG LEARNERS FOR DECODING WORDS DURING READING.

\W/HILE PRACTICE READING FOR KINDERGARTEN IS BENEFICIAL, CERTAIN CHALLENGES MAY ARISE THAT REQUIRE ATTENTION AND
INTERVENTION TO ENSURE PROGRESS.

DIFFIcULTY RECOGNIZING LETTERS AND SOUNDS

SOME CHILDREN MAY STRUGGLE WITH DISTINGUISHING LETTERS AND THEIR ASSOCIATED SOUNDS. THIS DIFFICULTY CAN IMPEDE
DECODING SKILLS AND SLOW OVERALL READING DEVELOPMENT. T ARGETED PHONICS INSTRUCTION AND MULTISENSORY LEARNING

LACk OF ENGAGEMENT OR INTEREST

OBSTACLE.
