After all wires are connected, wrap electrical tape around the switch
terminals for extra protection. Carefully push the wires into the electrical
box and screw the switch into place. Attach the switch cover plate.

Restore Power and Test the Switch

Turn the circuit breaker back on and test the switch by turning on the
garbage disposal. Confirm that the disposal operates smoothly and that the
switch controls the unit without issues.
